Research

However, 2009 was not going to be spent resting on our laurels; we moved quickly to take
up a new challenge. It was a year spent researching a new major cause that we could focus
our attention on. A natural first port of call was India, given that we have now developed
strong crosshorder links.

In March | visited the coal mines of northeast India with our partner NGO director and
deputy director, which led to our commissioning research of the child labour situation we
discovered. Our specific interest was in Nepali children who might have been trafficked
there.

The research ran from May through to December and although there are clearly issues
there of child labour we could not find any significant element of trafficking superimposed
on that. Accordingly we have left the local NGO there to continue to address the child
labour issue.

Brick Kilns
Separately, we also conducted preliminary research on the child labour at the brick kilns of Kathmandu valley and tbisdessthe basis of a

pilot project to address that problem. It transpired that there were thousands of young children forced to play and Inediangerous kiln
environments while their parents work.

We plan to introduce bamboo creche facilities for the children of migrant kiln workerssuring that the children are supere in a safe and
stimulating environment while the parents are free to earn a livelihood. This project has gained the full support of kitg tvenworkers and the
local community. We are hopeful that it can be replicated elsewhere in the valley and grow into a bigger project foewsrnirty years.
